Altiris Notification Server 6.0 – Make a Simple Report

Select the <NS>\ Reports Tab

Select an existing sub-folder or make a new one

(Right click, select New Folder and/or report)

The Report Builder Wizard will open:
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Select “Simple Report”

Data Type 

Opens a new window in which you can choose your resource type.

1. Click on the “-- Select a data type --” link.
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Highlight “Computer” in the left pane, select Add, then select okay.

2. Click on the “-- Select fields to display --” link.

Fields  


Opens the Field Selector in which you select the fields required. The 

fields displayed will be dependant on the resource type previously 

selected in Data Type. The Field Selector displays data classes arranged 

under their parent folder.

Note: If you select Data Classes in the Field Selector, and then click the 

Add button, all data classes will get added. This however, may not 

produce the results you expect. When you perform a join on all classes, 

the query correctly results in finding no rows.
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Click on the folders in the left pane to see the available fields to display. Highlight the field(s) you want in your report, select Add, to move them to the right pane. Select okay.

The simplest way to get the computer name is to use the Basic Inventory Folder\ AeX AC Identification table\ Name field.

There are a lot of tables! And some of the information collected appears in more than one table. Part of the learning curve is figuring out which table has the data you need.
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3. Click on the “-- Select criteria (filtering) --” link.

Criteria 


Opens a new window which allows you to create any conditions 

necessary for your report.

Field - Select the field on which to execute the condition.

Operator - Select the relevant operator from the drop-down list.

Value - Type the value for the condition.

Click on New Condition to add more conditions.

Select “New Condition” and the tables and fields you have selected will populate a drop down list. 

Select the field you want to filter the results with, then select the “criteria” (less than, equal to, etc.) and fill in the value. The value must equal exactly the value in the table or you won’t get the expected result.
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4. Click on the “-- Select sort order --” link.
Sorted by  

Opens the Sorting window in which you select how you want your 

results sorted. Select the field to sort on in either ascending or 

descending order or none.

Select the table and field you want to sort by, select your sort method, then click Finish.
